How does the OMC work concretely?

OMC working groups are composed of and
chaired by experts nominated by the EU Member
States;

Member State experts are, as a rule, civil
servants/policy makers, academics or key
stakeholders in the field of culture.

The European Commission (DG EAC Unit D1)
ensures the Secretariat.

Each OMC working group meets 3 or 4 times a
year and lasts for up to two (2) years.

Each OMC group has to deliver a concrete output
(e.g. a policy manual, a good practice handbook).

The output of each OMC group is widely
disseminated by the European Commission and
the EU MS.
