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Å all  movable monuments entered into the Register 

(fundamental form of protection in Poland) are basically 

protected uniformly, in the same scope and manner; 

Å there is a special form of protection for the most valuable 

immovable monuments ï Monuments of History  

(Pomnik Historii)  (ca. 60 objects in Poland), however their 

legal status is not different from the other monuments 

entered into the Register; 

Å an immovable monument is entered into the Register 

following decision of Monuments Conservator, ex officio, 

or at the request of the monumentôs owner, while the 

movable monument generally only at the request of the 

monumentôs owner and ex officio only in extraordinary 

circumstances.

The concept of the List of Heritage Treasures 

Å The Act introducing the LHT has been enacted by Polish Parliament 

on July 10th 2015; 

Å The List of Heritage Treasures covers the movable monuments of a 

special importance for cultural heritage that belong to objects 

classified as Ănational treasuresò which are subject to return from 

unlawful export from the territory of a Member State, in accordance to 

the Council Directive 93/7/EEC; 

Å A movable monument is entered into the List of Heritage Treasures 

following decision of the Minister of Culture and National Heritage ex 

officio, or at the request of the monumentôs owner; 

Å According to the authors of the legislative project, the LHT should 

cover only the most representative objects (no more than 20 objects) 

in Polish collections, both public &  private;
